First they learned how to
speak in English in a fun and easy way They can
learn new vocabularies, right pronunciation, and

The children also learned teamwork. In a choir,
it is not only important to sing the right note, but
also sing it with harmony with the other members.
One cannot sing very loud or very soft especially
if it will affect the whole group. Every movement
should be coordinated. One has to make a lot
of sacrifices for the sake of the others. There is
great chance that these lessons on teamwork will
be used when they grow up. Children may realize
that to be successful in life, we have to work as a
team. And also they will learn how to care with one
