60 children
..and still
going strong

David Holford has 60

| children — though his wife

admits to only three.

And bringing them all up
is no mean feat. -

Mr Holford’s responsibil-
ity requires a liberal amount
of tolerance —.no more than
any other headmaster, how-
ever. /

In the en famille environ-
ment of the small Hong Lok
Yuen School, Taipo, head-
master Mr Holford looks dot-
ingly upon his flock of Chi-
nese, American, Dutch, Eng-
lish and Australian charges.

“Walter, nicely now,” he
said in gentle admonishment
to a young pupil who tore
past in the playgrourid.

Keeping a constant moth-
er hen’s,.eye on the lunch-
breaking - children, Mr Hol-
ford talked enthusiastically
about Chinese calligraphy —
one of the more unusual sub-
jects taught at Hong Lok
Yuen.

The primary school —
which has a pupil body of
two-thirds European and one-
third Chinese — provides the
opportunity for children of
different nationalities to learn
and live together while ap-
preciating each others’ lan-
guage and cultural heritage,
said Mr Holford.

He is not under any illu-
sion that the school will
churn out a great many bi-
lingual expatriates.

“When the children grow
up, they, will probably forget
all they. have learnt here. But
it will help them develop a
better-rounded attitude to
life.

“It will be important later
when it comes to making
decisions. They will be able to
do so without a natural preju-
dice and their judgments will
be more rational and well-
founded,” Mr Holford added.

He said one of the most
important lessons expatriate
children will learn from their
Chinese studies is that intelli-
gence is not graded by one’s
knowledge of English.

“They will not judge
others by their command of
the English language because
they will not want to be judg-
ed by their fluency in Chi-
nese.” .

The soldering of East and
West is reflected even in the
school uniform. Instead of
blazers, the children wear
traditional Chinese jackets.

Teaching is geared to pre-
pare youngsters for a world
that is changing faster than
ever before.

The seven-classroom
school, which opened only in
September, boasts two com-
puters and is about to acquire
a third.

“When these children are
adults, computers will be a
normal way of life.”

Mr Holford said he did
not mean all children should
become computer program-
mers, simply that they should
know how to use computers
as an educational aid.

“The mere acquisition of
facts is no longer the all-
important factor in educa-
tion. What does matter is the
ability to use fact retriéval
facilities that are available
today.

“They should use them to
develop their ability to think
rationally and logically,” he
said.

But Mr Holford is not
purely a mechanical man —
he is also a great believer in
the practical side of educa-
tion.

For example, in the Chi-
nese calligraphy classes, chil-
dren are made to model
characters. out of plasticine.
Such exercises help things
stick in“one’s mind better, he
said. . fas o8
